Rhodesia Parish Council
Minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Council held on 6th March 2024

1. Apologies for absence 
Apologies were received from Councillor S Fielding.

2. Declaration of Interest
Councillor Pressley declared an interest in the quarry.

3. To approve the minutes of the meetings held on 10th January 2024.
The minutes of the Meeting held on 10th January, copies of which had been previously circulated to members were confirmed as a true record and were signed.

4. Matters arising
a) Vacancies
There have been two applications for co-option.  Resolved – Councillor Leadbeater proposed Peter Hancock and Chris Pigott be co-opted onto the council, seconded by Councillor Pressley, the clerk will forward the forms for Bassetlaw.

b) Village Hall – Shelving, weeds
Councillors K Pigott and Leadbeater will circulate details of shelving and it was agreed to discuss these further at the next meeting.  

Councillor Hancock is qualified and offered to spray the weeds and see if he can chop the roots of bushes which are pushing on the wall, this was agreed.

c) Allotments 
It had previously been agreed to defer this to the next meeting and that Nathan be asked to strim the allotments.  He said he could cut them back and had been asked to come to the meeting this evening.

d) CIL
Some replies have been received with suggestions to be considered – residents are to be encouraged to attend the annual meeting 6.30pm on 1st May to discuss ideas.

e) Flooding/Aqua sacs/Flood Cabin   
Councillor Fielding has registered the people interested in the flooding course.  Aqua sacs were discussed and the clerk gave an idea of prices.  The flood cabin should only be used for flooding, the clerk was asked to ask Peter Hall for the dimensions of the mower so that a separate store could be looked into.

f) Mining Memorial
The permission was obtained however the supplier is no longer trading and the alternative supplier can only deliver using an articulated lorry which would need access to the site.  Councillor Pressley will send the clerk details of the Bassetlaw supplier for benches to see if they can deliver.  Councillors suggested that if necessary wooden benches could be installed with a plaque.

g) Speed signs
Councillor Fielding had arranged for speed checks on Shireoaks Road and Tylden Road as one of the processes towards interactive signs.


h) SRAPP
Shireoaks had suggested a joint meeting with developers and this was discussed.  Councillors unanimously agreed that we were not contacted directly and as no application has yet been made they will not pursue this however if Shireoaks want to invite them this will be passed on to councillors.

New Business

 Councillor Avendano’s forms have been submitted, Gordon Hall will be removed from the mandate.  Councillors unanimously agreed that Councillor Hancock be added to the mandate.

d) Fireworks Donation
A request has been received from Shireoaks for a donation Resolved – Councillor Leadbeater proposed we donate £500, seconded by Councillor Hancock.

e) Caretaker salary
The minimum wages increases in April to £11.44.  Resolved – Councillor Leadbeater proposed Nathans salary be increased, seconded by Councillor K Pigott and all agreed.

The clerk was asked to write to the caretaker and ask for the Christmas lights to be taken down and for the hall to be cleaned.  A book has been provided for a record of his hours, he will be asked again to complete this on each visit.

f) Audit
John Haddon is able to do the audit for £75, accounts have been circulated to councillors.  Resolved – Councillor Leadbeater proposed this be accepted and that the Exemption be signed when it is received, seconded by Councillor Pressley and agreed.
