Minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Council held on 1st March 2023

Councillors were asked how long the building will be going on for at Chapel Waters as the mud
and dust is causing problems.  Councillor Pressley will speak to the foreman if residents let him 
know of the problems.

Stagnant water behind a property on the edge of the building site has been complained about but
nothing has been done, Councillor Pressley will look into this.

1. Apologies for absence 
Apologies were received from Councillors K Piggott and P Ratcliffe. 

2. Declaration of Interest
Councillor Pressley declared an interest in the quarry and planning.

3. To approve the minutes of the meetings held on 1st February 2023.
The Minutes of the Meeting held on 1st February, copies of which had been previously circulated to members were confirmed as a true record and were signed.

4. Matters arising 
a) Elections
Forms need to be submitted by 4th April, the clerk has sent a pack to the new applicant.

b) Caretaker Vacancy
The two local applications were discussed.  The clerk was asked to circulate a draft job description and contract - Resolved Councillor Hall proposed the candidates be interviewed by Councillors Leadbeater, Tiwana and the clerk, seconded by Councillor Tiwana and agreed.

c) Village Hall –Front Door, Kitchen damp proofing
The front door still needs sorting.

Councillor Hall reported that he has made three or four calls to the contractors but they are not answering and he thinks we will need to start again.  Councillor Pressley suggested CIL money be used, the clerk was asked to find out if this can be claimed retrospectively.  The clerk asked if Bassetlaw have a list of recommended contractors, Councillor Pressley will enquire.

d) Allotments – Agreement/Rent
The charges were discussed and £20 was suggested, Councillor Pressley will find out how much Bassetlaw charge.  The clerk asked about insurance for the allotments and will look into this further.


e) Flood Equipment
Councillors will put this on the Facebook page to encourage residents to volunteer.

f) Privet Hedges
This was reported but work has not been carried out yet, County Councillor Fielding will chase these up.

g) CIL
Councillors are still looking for somewhere for forms to be handed in, Councillor Pressley suggested they could be collected, Councillor Pressley will find out the total number of houses in the parish.

5. New Business
a) Coronation 
An email received from Shireoaks asking if we would like to share an event has been circulated.  Resolved – Councillor Hall proposed we join Shireoaks for the event, seconded by Councillor Tiwana and unanimously agreed, the clerk was asked to obtain details of costs.

6. Planning
a) New Applications.

8. County and District Councillors 
District Councillor Pressley reported that the benches for the quarry are flat ones and not ones with a back although he has sent some details of ones with back to the chairman which we may be able to purchase, he will ask Bassetlaw if they would install them.

County Councillor Fielding has made a donation for litter picking equipment for the residents who offered to pick the litter, Councillor Pressley suggested they be purchased, seconded by Councillor Leadbeater, the clerk will contact the residents.

Councillor Pressley explained that a new parking sign will be put up in the bungalow car park for medical services.

Comments had been sent regarding the closure of the post office.

Councillor Fielding reported that the Highways Manager has left and the post is being covered by an officer from Newark and Sherwood.

Councillor Fielding will send on the written drainage report.

There were problems with the insulation contractor not adhering to dates so some people missed out, councillors agreed that when doing a scheme it should be done properly or it causes upset which should not have happened.
