a) Vacancies

b) Village Hall – External Hall Sign, Equipment, Front Door, Caretaker, PAT testing
Quotes are still being obtained for the sign and the equipment still needs moving.

Councillor Hall had looked at the problem with the front door but was unable to fix it. Councillors agreed to ask Councillor Hall who sorted it last time so that a quote could be obtained.

The company who previously quoted are no longer trading.  Further details from another company had been circulated to councillors who agreed to defer this to the next meeting.  The clerk was asked to resend the details to councillors.
