a) Vacancies

Councillors agreed to look further at shelving which would then need to be agreed.  The fire extinguishers have been replaced and blocked fire exit has been sorted.  There is a problem with the door, the Chairman has found a contractor who may be able to sort this and a further problem with the cooker has been reported.  Resolved – Councillor Piggot proposed the contractor be asked to repair the door and the cooker be repaired she offered to organise this, all councillors agreed.

c) Allotments .  
The clerk had circulated information, councillors agreed to look into this further at discuss it at the next meeting.
