1. Apologies for absence 
Apologies were received from Councillors Margaret Leadbeater. D Pressley and County Councillor S Fielding. 

2. Declaration of Interest
There were no declarations of interest.

3. To approve the minutes of the meetings held on 7th December 2022
The Minutes of the Meeting held on 7th December, copies of which had been previously circulated to members were confirmed as a true record and were signed.

4. Matters arising 
a) Village Hall –External Hall Sign, Front Door, Caretaker, Bookings, Kitchen damp proofing

The new sign has been installed today.

The front door still needs sorting.

Applications for the post of caretaker have been circulated and were discussed.  Councillors agreed there was one local one and the clerk was asked to cancel the advert and the vacancy will be readvertised locally and discussed further at the next meeting.

Bookings have been sorted.

The kitchen damp proofing quote has not yet been received.  There is a guttering problem and a verbal quote had been obtained for £250 another quote had been received for £150.  Resolved – Councillor Piggott proposed we accept the lower quote, seconded by Councillor Tiwana and agreed, Councillor Hall will arrange this.

b) Allotments – Agreement/Rent
Councillor Tiwana has spoken to one of the allotment holders who does not wish to continue using it.    The land wants turning over and councillors agreed to discuss this further at the next meeting.

The tree stumps have now been done and the mower has been used to cut the area. 

c) Flood Equipment
Councillors agreed to put this on the Facebook page to encourage residents to volunteer.

d) Christmas
This was successful and £200.64 was raised for Bassetlaw Hospital, Councillors agreed that Councillor Piggott make arrangements to present this.
e) Privet Hedges
This was reported but work  has not been carried out yet.

Problems in the alleyway off Tylden Road had been reported to Councillor Pressley and have been dealt with.

5. New Business

a) Community Infrastructure Levy - Residents Involvement 
Details have been circulated.  Resolved – Councillors unanimously agreed for Bassetlaw to keep the funds as previously.

The clerk had circulated a draft document which will need amending for where the leaflet is to be collected from.
