Minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Council held on 1st December 2021

There were six members of the public present.

A resident asked about the stile that had been mentioned three months ago as it has still not been repaired, Councillor Fielding confirmed that it had been reported and she will remind them.

A request was received for the leaves to be cleared, Councillor Pressley will report this.

Two officers from Bassetlaw dealing with ASBO were present the Team Leader and Paul the officer covering the area.  They explained how the system works and asked for reports of incidents to be passed to them and the police so that these come through in their reports.  Facebook has a lot of issues but unless problems are reported directly they cannot be dealt with it is knowing how residents should refer them.  Councillors agreed to put a link on the website, Facebook and noticeboards and to publicise it.

1. Apologies for absence  
There were no apologies
2. Declaration of Interest
Councillors Pressley and Fielding declared an interest in planning and Councillor Pressley also declared an interest in the quarry.
3. To approve the minutes of the meetings held on 3rd November 2021.
The Minutes of the Meeting held on 3rd November 2021, copies of which had been previously circulated to members were confirmed as a true record and were signed by the Chairman.

4. Matters arising 

a) Village Hall 
i) Rent office decoration, electrics and window frame replacement – The window will be done in January with the decorating afterwards.  The electrics are being done tomorrow with the Christmas lights.

The items in the old office will need moving out for the decorators, councillors asked for storage solutions to be put on the next agenda.

ii) General Risk Assessment - for Hall bookings – Councillor L Deamer will circulate a document along with the revised booking forms.  

iii)WIFI/Security Camera – Councillors asked if there is a need for wi-fi, after discussion councillors agreed to ask what the costs would be so that it could be discussed further.

iv) Securing of kitchen area also included given Youth Club usage and knifes etc.  – the equipment in the kitchen and the possibility of removing cutlery or locking the kitchen was discussed.  Councillors suggested that a blanket policy that knives will no longer be kept on the premises be circulated in the village hall documents.

v) Cleaner – This was discussed and councillors agreed that the kitchen needs attention.  The Chairman reported that if hirers use the kitchen they need to pay more and this will need looking at.  Councillor Pressley suggested that a deep clean would be helpful and we could then maintain it. Resolved Councillor Hall proposed we obtain quotes, seconded by Councillor E Deamer and unanimously agreed.
b) Defibrillator – Councillor Deamer reported that this is nearly sorted we have a replacement while they sort the battery problem out with ours.
c) Memorial - Forms for the bench have been submitted to Highways, Councillor Fielding will chase this up.
d) Christmas Lights -These are being done tomorrow.
e) Remembrance Day – Councillor Pressley suggested that next time we arrange a proper ceremony this was supported by Councillor E Deamer and will be looked into further.
There was uncertainty about the whereabouts of the lamppost poppies and councillors agreed to try and locate them.
5. New Business
a) Calendar of Events i.e. seasonal, voluntary community involvement, environmental, classes etc.- Councillor L Deamer suggested forward planning for next year in order to be more organised and made some suggestions.

b) Antisocial behaviour PCSO attendance at meetings – Councillor Pressley reported that the PCSO will attend the meetings where possible, the police report has been circulated.

c) Flood Action Planning and Equipment Inventory – Councillor L Deamer asked if we need to do an inventory and do we need more given the forecast, Councillor Fielding explained she could get more supplies if needed.

Anyone wanting the flood warden training should contact Councillor Fielding.

There is no flood action plan and councillors agreed they should have a draft flood plan.  Drainage was also discussed and Councillor Pressley offered to arrange a site meeting for John from Bassetlaw with Councillor Hall.

d) Queens Platinum Jubilee – Councillors agreed that it would be good to do something in the village in June and suggested it be put on Facebook asking for suggestions.  Councillor L Deamer will put together a list of things for next year which will be circulated to councillors.

e) Village Maintenance - Gardening/Litter/DIY Jobs - Monthly Review – Councillor Hall reported that Peter does not want to do the extra work, councillors discussed taking on a handyman or using a contractor.

Resolved -The chairman proposed a bin be reinstated on the corner at the top of Mary Street, seconded by Councillor Hall and all agreed.

f) Speed control – Councillor L Deamer expressed concerns at the speed of traffic, Councillor Fielding explained that there had been lines across the road and offered to request a survey and to ask again for a temporary sign.
