Minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Council held on 17th September 2025

There were 6 members of the public present.

Councillors were asked if there could be poppies on lampposts and school railings again this year.  Councillors agreed to arrange this and will ask Councillor Pigott if we have the poppies used previously and if not Councillor Fielding will be asked to order some.  Councillor Hancock offered to put these up in the village.

A resident working for the MP Jo White explained that she has started an initiative to get round Bassetlaw and as a result of that has approached some issues needing more action and has solutions to some of the issues raised previously, they will continue to follow these up.

The mining memorial was discussed again and details will be sent directly to the clerk so that the information can be collated and be discussed further at the next meeting.

Speeding traffic continues to be a problem and a resident reported concerns that people are not following the Highway code and police and VIA have been advised.

The overgrown hedges are still an issue, Councillor Pressley has chased these up and they are being checked again and will update us.

1. Apologies for absence 
Apologies were received from Councillors C Creasey and K Pigott.  A letter of resignation has been received from Councillor Paul Marks. 

2. Declaration of Interest
Councillor Fielding – planning.

3. To approve the minutes of the meetings held on 2nd July 2025
The minutes of the Meetings held on 2nd July copies of which had been previously circulated to members were confirmed as a true record and were signed.

4. Matters arising
a) Village Hall – Shelving, Fire Extinguishers, Internet, Redevelopment/Lottery Funding
The shelving is still to be sorted.

The clerk reported that annual fire inspection is overdue and needs to be arranged, Councillor Hancock offered to collect a key and arrange this, the clerk will pass on details.

Nothing further has been heard regarding the internet.
Councillor Marks suggested Lottery funding could be applied for to refurbish the village hall, councillors agreed she should make further enquiries and to discuss this further at the next meeting.

b) Allotments, Community Garden, Mining Memorial  
Councillors prefer the idea of a community garden and discussed the possibility of obtaining grants for a community project by setting up a group Friends of Play Area who could then apply for the grants and move this forward.  It was suggested the school get involved and Councillor Fielding offered to raise this with school governors.

The Chairman was checking with land registry to see who owns the land for the mining memorial, this will be discussed at the next meeting.

c) CIL
The mining memorial and tubs/planters may be eligible for this.

d) Quarry  
This has not been finished yet, Councillor Pressley explained that it is not known who owns the land,  land registry details will be passed on to the clerk for her records.

e) Speeding Traffic
Concerns had been raised earlier in the meeting.

f) Council Phone
The clerk reported that the cheap sims cannot be paid by direct debit but that she has details from Vodaphone who can be paid by direct debit for sim only £12.50 or about £20 with phone for 3 years.  Councillors agreed this was reasonable and the clerk was asked to look into it further.

c) Defibrillator
The clerk will check with Councillor Pigott that the required checks have been completed and the paperwork completed as requested.

d) Christmas
Councillors agreed new Christmas lights are needed, Councillor Marks will get quotes for the next meeting.  Councillors discussed holding a Christmas event in the hall again.
