Minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Council held on 7th June 2023

1. Apologies for absence

2. Declaration of Interest

4. Matters arising 
a) Co-option
Councillor Gordon Hall has tendered his resignation.

Sybil Fielding came forward for co-option.  Resolved – Councillor Pigott proposed Sybil Fielding be co-opted to the council, seconded by Councillor Leadbeater and agreed.

b) Caretaker 
The caretaker is now on the payroll.
c) Village Hall 
Dampcure will do the damp proofing on 7th August and it will take 4 days.
d) Allotments 
The allotments have been cleared and look better, it now needs measuring out and marking into plots.  Councillor Pigott suggested asking Nathan if he could do this, the Chairman agreed to ask him.
e) Flooding
The caretaker was put forward for this and will be on the next course.  A resident had previously expressed an interest and Councillor Fielding agreed to contact them to see if they are still interested.



f) CIL
It was suggested that it might be worth giving out leaflets at the coffee morning, they could be returned at a coffee morning or to the council.  It was agreed to send the leaflet to Councillor Tiwana and ask her to let the Chairman have a hard copy to photocopy.  Councillor Pressley suggested it may be worth the council buying a computer and printer for the council and the clerk was asked to get quotes.  If it were to be used at the hall Wi-Fi would need to be installed.
g) Post Office

A contractor came last week unfortunately the quote has not yet been received.  A second contractor is also arranging to come out and quote.
i) Litter Picking
A request for a trolley, high viz jackets and black sacks has been received.  Resolved – Councillor Leadbeater proposed these items be purchased, seconded by Councillor Pigott and agreed.
