Rhodesia Parish Council
Minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Council held on 11th February 2026
Present:

Councillors S Marks (Chair), D Pressley and S Fielding
M Welch (Clerk).

There were three members of the public present.

Councillors were asked for an update on the position with the mining memorial.  Councillor Marks suggested alternative quotes be obtained, it is still not known who owns the land however the clerk will try to find out from land registry.

The land at the top of Mary Street and Tylden Road was discussed as it needs strimming and tidying, Councillor Pressley explained it is owned by the Parish Council.

Chapel Waters Phase 4 - the developer is in dispute with the District Council and has to reply by 23rd  February.  The roads were reported as being dangerous as they need white lines on them now that the site is almost full.  The clerk was asked to report the safety concerns and ask the county council to come out and inspect the estate.

Residents raised concerns about the nine new homes that were built and have not been moved into yet it is not known who currently owns them, Councillor Pressley will check.

1. Election of Chairman
Councillor Pressley proposed Councillor Marks, seconded by Councillor Fielding.

2. Apologies for absence 
There were no apologies for absence.  A letter of resignation has been received from Councillor Hancock.

3. Declaration of Interest
Councillor Fielding – planning.

4. To approve the minutes of the meetings held on 17th September 2025
The minutes of the Meetings held on 17th September copies of which had been previously circulated to members were confirmed as a true record and were signed.

5. Matters arising
a) Vacancies
There are currently four vacancies on the council and we are able to coopt one councillor at this meeting. One application has been received from Lesley Deamer.  Resolved - Councillor   Pressley proposed Lesley be co-opted onto the council and this was agreed.  

b) Village Hall – Fire Safety, Electricity, Internet, shelving
The clerk reported that annual fire inspection is still seriously overdue and needs to be arranged as the council has a duty of care.  Councillor Marks offered to arrange for this to be done and will contact the company to arrange as soon as possible.

The gas and electric contract is up for renewal and the clerk presented quotes, councillors agreed to stay with EON and accept the contract for three years.

Nothing further has been heard regarding the internet.

The shelving is still to be sorted.

c) Allotments, Community Garden
There was nothing further to report.

d) Mining Memorial  
This had already been discussed.

e) Speeding Traffic
This is still a problem and the use of signs was discussed, the clerk will look into this further before the next meeting.  The possibility of a group of residents doing speed checks was also discussed.

f) Maintenance of village, hanging baskets and planters
Councillor Marks gave details of planters she had found from Hobsons Nurseries they would cost £112 each including watering and she suggested starting off with six, Councillors agreed she should prepare a plan for where they could be sited.

The overgrown hedge was again discussed and the clerk was asked to write to Nottinghamshire County Council.

g) Telephone Box
The reply received explaining that the telephone box must stay has been circulated to councillors.  Councillor Marks complained about the condition of the phone and phone box, the clerk was asked to write and ask them to look at it.

h) Defibrillator
The defibrillator has been temporarily removed from The Circuit as the electricity supply is being switched off.  The clerk had found brackets which could be used to fix the defibrillator to the fence in front of the village hall she will see if it is possible to get electricity to it.

a) IT Policy
This has been circulated to councillors.  Resolved – Councillor Pressley proposed we accept this policy, seconded by Councillor Fielding and agreed.

b) Bassetlaw Spring Clean
Details have been circulated to councillors.  Councillor Marks reported that rubbish is a worry near the quarry, Councillor Pressley reported that this is a problem as the land is not registered and needs a lot of work.

c) Grievance
A grievance from the clerk regarding non-payment of salaries had been circulated and salary for December has now been paid.

d) Noticeboard
Councillor Marks will try and get a key for the noticeboard and put council notices up.

e) E-mails
Councillors were reminded that they need to used their council emails and not their personal emails for all council work.

6. Planning
a) New Applications.
26/00003/FUL - Land at High Grounds Road Rhodesia and Newcastle Avenue Worksop - Installation of a new 12m Galvanised Steel Column to support CCTV – there were no objections.

25/01378/FUL – Rhodesia Post Office and Stores - Change of Use of Existing Storeroom/Former Garage to a Shop Unit (Use Class E(a)), Create an Additional Dwelling Unit Within Loft Space and alter Existing Access - there were no objections.



b) Decisions
There were no new decisions

County Councillor Bert Bingham arrived at the meeting.

7. Finance
a) Balance – Unity Account £20538.47

b) Payments - the following payments were agreed Salariesand pension, Hugo Fox £20.99, M Welch Homeworking Allowance £26, expenses £78.78, salaries and pension for March/April, Spectrum £39.30 and M Welch expenses £44.12.

c) Banking -Signatories
This urgently sorting as currently only Councillor Marks is a signatory for authorising transactions.  Councillor Pressley has forms for sorting out his internet banking these were signed and will be submitted.  All payments submitted on 22nd December were authorised and paid on 23rd January, the January payments have not been made yet as they have not been authorised.  Councillors agreed to ask Councillor Deamer if she could be added to the mandate.

d) Precept
The clerk circulated details received from Bassetlaw.  Resolved – Councillors unanimously agreed to the precept being £16170 with no increase per household.

e) Audit
John Hadden has offered to do the audit again for £75, Councillors unanimously agreed to accept this and for Councillor Marks to sign the Certificate of Exemption when it is received.

8. County and District Councillors
Councillor Pressley reported that following a meeting with an officer from Bassetlaw the District Council have decided they would like a group Friends of the Play Area.  Councillor Fielding suggested she ask at the school.  Councillors were given details of proposed changes at the play area which will take place in March to upgrade the area. 

County Councillor Bingham reported on the overgrown hedge and will pursue this.  The lengthsman scheme was discussed councillors had previously decided against this.  Flooding was discussed as everywhere is saturated, this is a Highways issue.

9. Correspondence
All correspondence has been circulated.  

10. Date of next meetings
