Minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Council held on 2nd March 2022

Councillors Lesley Deamer (Chair), Eric Deamer, David Pressley, Peter Ratcliff and Gordon Hall.

There were three members of the public present.

Councillors E Deamer and G Hall had met with Ian Davies to discuss the quarry area and watercourses.  Ian intends to arrange to jet/pump the pipe to generate flow and conduct a dye test to confirm the outfall if possible.
Clearing drains was discussed, Councillor Fielding will check when the drains are due to be cleared and will let the council know.
1. Apologies for absence  
Apologies were received from Councillor Margaret Leadbeater. 
2. Declaration of Interest
Councillors Pressley and Fielding declared an interest in planning and Councillor Pressley also declared an interest in the quarry.
3. To approve the minutes of the meetings held on 1st December 2021.
The Minutes of the Meeting held on 1st December 2021, copies of which had been previously circulated to members were confirmed as a true record and were signed by the Chairman.

4. Matters arising 

a) Vacancy – There has been an application from Mia Tiwana which had been circulated.  Resolved - Councillor Hall proposed Mia Tiwana be co-opted onto the council, seconded by Councillor E Deamer.

b) Village Hall – 
i) Rent office decoration, electrics and window frame replacement – The electrics and window have been done it needs cleaning and then the decorator can come in.

ii) General Risk Assessment - for Hall bookings, Prices for hiring hall – Councillor L Deamer has circulated the risk assessment and councillors agreed a copy should be left in the hall and a copy put on the website.  

Councillor Deamer went through some of the points identified, new doormats are needed as the corners are curling up and could be a trip hazard. Councillor Pressley proposed these be replaced, seconded by Councillor Hall and unanimously agreed.

The equipment cables on the corner of the hall need fixing to the wall, Councillor Hall offered to look at these.

Councillor L Deamer asked about asbestos in the building which was discussed, Councillor Pressley will enquire if the District Council have someone who could check.

The fire risk assessment has been completed and should meet all the regulations.

A regular cleaner is needed some were reported as advertising on the internet.  Details of someone living locally were passed on and Councillor L Deamer will check this out.

The first aid kit needs replacing or updating, Councillors agreed this should be done.

Cleaning products in the kitchen need to be locked up.

The hire form and agreement will be done and the clerk was asked to put it on the website.

Pricing for the hall hire charge was discussed.  Councillor L Deamer proposed it be increased to £10 for businesses and left at £8 for local use, seconded by Councillor Hall and agreed, the £5 charge for use of the cooker will remain.  Councillors agreed it could be hired out all days except Christmas Day and New Year’s Day.

iii)WIFI/Security Camera - Councillors agreed to leave this for now.

iv) Cleaner – This had been discussed.

c) Defibrillator - Councillor Deamer reported that this is being checked weekly.  Councillor Pressley asked if the school have a defibrillator, Councillor L Deamer will check.  The defibrillator training was discussed and will be looked into again as previously agreed.

d) Memorial - Forms for the bench have been submitted to Highways, the officer dealing with them will contact us again on return from her holiday, the clerk was asked to send details to Councillor Fielding.
e) Remembrance Day – The missing poppies have not been found, Councillor Fielding is able to supply more to the Parish Council.

f) Calendar of Events - Queens Platinum Jubilee – Councillor L Deamer reported that initially she had a lot of feedback from the street party, road closures have been requested and the main event was discussed.  Councillors Pressley and Fielding offered to give the £500 requested to the Jubilee celebrations.  Councillor Fielding reported on the beacon lighting and also gave details of hedge planting at Woodlands as part of the Queen’s platinum canopy.  Councillors agreed to have a subcommittee of councillors and volunteers to organise the event and report back.

The litter pick has been arranged for 2nd April and an Easter Egg hunt was suggested between 2nd-18th April, all councillors agreed.

An autumn litter pick could take place in September.

Halloween a possible fancy dress event was suggested.  For the fireworks it was agreed to join Shireoaks with this.  At Christmas a Christmas event could be organised

g) Litter Bin – this has been installed.

h) Speed control – this has been requested by Couty Councillor Fielding.

i) Flood Action Plan – Councillor L Deamer has finished the plan now and is waiting for feedback from the Environment Agency.  County Councillor Fielding has arranged for £300 to be given to enhance flood supplies.  Councillor Deamer has a list of equipment required.  The flood plan is a working document, councillors want to send the information to the community and ask for volunteers, communicators, and minders.

5. New Business
a) Neighbourhood Plan – This was discussed, councillors were made aware of a pilot for a less complicated Neighbourhood Plan which would need four or five people. Resolved - Councillor L Deamer proposed the council commit to a Neighbourhood plan and this was unanimously agreed, the clerk was asked to forward contact details for Will Wilson to Councillor L Deamer.

b) External Hall Sign – Repainting and Storage Solutions – Councillor Hall suggested the sign needs a clean in the first instance and if unsuccessful we could look to a new sign, councillors agreed to get a quote for cleaning.

c) Village Communal Areas - This allotment land and corner plot items was deferred. In relation to the issues with quad bikes on the Old Bowling Green playing fields, Paul Peacock (Antisocial Behaviour Officer) had been out and met Councillors Hall and E Deamer to discuss concerns and look for solutions.  With the new police inspector coming it was suggested the police and Paul could be invited to a meeting with councillors.

d) Quarry Developments – Councillors E Deamer and Hall had recently met with Ian Davies from Bassetlaw to investigate the drainage and watercourses around the quarry area and to discuss other matters relating to flood mitigation. Ian Davies is continuing to undertake investigations and will discuss findings with councillors in the near future.

e) Code of Conduct – A new Code of Conduct had been circulated, Councillor Pressley is checking to see if this has been implemented by Bassetlaw.

f) Jubilee Tree – Details of a sign available had been circulated, councillors agreed to leave trees to later when we have the quarry improvements underway.

6. Planning
a) New Applications.

There were no new applications.
The clerk reported that on the website there had been Compliance of Conditions 16/00725/FUL dormer.
b) Decisions

There were no new decisions.

7. Finance
a) Balance – Current account balance £8993.23, savings £14087.11

c)  Bank – The clerk reported that we are now incurring bank charges on the old account.  The new account has been opened the clerk will transfer direct debits and suggested the old accounts be transferred.  Councillor Hall proposed £7000 be paid into the new account and the old savings account be closed with the balance transferred to the old current account ready for closure, seconded by Councillor Deamer and all agreed.
