Rhodesia Parish Council
Minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Council held on 5th October 2022

There were two members of the public present.

Will Wilson also attended to discuss the Neighbourhood Plan circulating handouts to all present.  He gave details of the pilot scheme and answered any questions that were raised.  A steering group would not be needed for the pilot scheme which could be set up by Bassetlaw encouraging people to get the scheme going.  Councillors suggested a note be put out on Facebook and then agreed to discuss this further.

Concerns were raised about fracking following a recent television programme showing Rhodesia.  Councillor Hall has already spoken to Councillor Pressley about this, no licences have been issued by the District and planning don’t know about it.  Councillor Hall will send an email to Jeremy Vine to try and find out more.

Councillors were asked about the gate onto the recreation ground and if it will be closed as a resident complained that if it is people will walk on his garden.

1. Apologies for absence 
Apologies were received from District Councillor D Pressley and County Councillor Fielding.

2. Declaration of Interest
There were no declarations of interest.

3. To approve the minutes of the meetings held on 7th September 2022
The Minutes of the Meeting held on 7th September, copies of which had been previously circulated to members were confirmed as a true record and were signed by the Chairman.

4. Matters arising 
a) Vacancies
There have still been no applications, Councillor Tiwana will redo the advert and display it.

b) Village Hall – External Hall Sign, Equipment, Front Door, Caretaker, PAT testing
Quotes are still being obtained for the sign.  Councillor Hall had asked a contractor for a quote for the front door but as yet has not heard anything further he will keep trying.

It has been suggested we try and get a caretaker who can also do odd jobs, cleaning and opening and closing of the hall.  Councillor Tiwana offered to prepare and display an advert.  Resolved - The Chairman proposed we advertise for someone for ten hours a month plus opening and closing the hall as required, seconded by Councillor Hall and unanimously agreed.

The PAT testing is being done on 11th October.

A form has been received for the use of the hall for the elections.  Resolved – Councillor Hall proposed we charge £400, seconded by Councillor Leadbeater and all agreed.



c) Memorial
The clerk has resent the details to councillors and Councillor Hall circulated a brochure he had received.  Councillors Hall proposed that due to the increased cost the scheme be put on hold, seconded by Councillor Tiwana and unanimously agreed.

d) Allotments – Agreement/Rent
The clerk has discussed this with Bassetlaw who suggested giving the tenants the new agreements, Councillor Tiwana will contact them.  A resident has also expressed an interest, this has been passed on to the Chairman.  Details of the company used for clearing ground was passed on to the council.

The plot of land at the end of the allotments was discussed, Councillor Hall has received a quote for clearing the area which would cost £5200.  Councillors requested two further quotes be obtained.

e)   Flood Equipment 
The previous list had been circulated again along with details of a flood pack she had found, Councillors will look at these and discuss again at the next meeting.

There had been a problem with leaves blocking the gullies which was reported to Councillor Pressley and has been passed on to Councillor Fielding.  The clerk was asked to enquire if CIL can be used for this.

f) Christmas
Councillor Tiwana had made further enquiries and reported that they were definitely interested in either evenings or weekends.  Councillor Tiwana proposed a sub-committee be set up to organise this, councillors all agreed Councillors Tiwana and Leadbeater be on the sub-committee for organising this.

g) Civility and Respect Newsletter

Details have been circulated by the clerk, Councillor Pressley had asked for it to be on this agenda so it was deferred to the next meeting when he is here.
