Minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Council held on 6th April 2022

There were three members of the public present.

1. Apologies for absence  
Apologies were received from Councillors Gordon Hall and County Councillor Fielding.
2. Declaration of Interest
Councillor Pressley declared an interest in planning and in the quarry.
3. To approve the minutes of the meetings held on 2nd March 2022
The Minutes of the Meeting held on 2nd March, copies of which had been previously circulated to members were confirmed as a true record and were signed by the Chairman.

4. Matters arising 

a) Village Hall – Rent office decoration, General Risk Assessment/Fire Risk Assessment /Cleaning Asbestos and      Valuation, First Aid - Nominated First Aider/Accident Book/Kit

The decorating can be done once the hall has been cleaned, Councillor L Deamer suggested the price be checked again, problems with damp were reported both in the office and upstairs.

The risk assessment has been completed there are just a couple of actions to be completed, the new mats have been received.  

The first aid kit has been purchased and bits from the existing kit will be combined where possible.

Councillor Hall is to be asked about the key for the cupboard for the cleaning items.

The fire risk assessment is not complete until the asbestos has been sorted, Bassetlaw quoted £80 to check it.  Resolved Councillor Leadbeater proposed this be done, seconded by Councillor Pressley and all agreed.

The booking forms have been updated.  Three quotes for cleaning were obtained and have been circulated, Councillor Pressley proposed the clerk accept the quote from Alpha for £60 for the day then £15 every fortnight on a Wednesday morning., seconded by Councillor Leadbeater and agreed.

The valuation of the hall was discussed, Councillor Pressley will ask Steve Brown and the clerk was asked to check with NALC.

A nominated first aider was discussed Councillor Leadbeater proposed we ask St Johns Ambulance for the Jubilee, seconded by Councillor Pressley.  If this is not possible it was unanimously agreed that a councillor should take the course at a cost of £330 excluding vat, this was agreed.

Councillors all agreed the accident book should be purchased

b) Defibrillator – This has been sorted.

c) Memorial – This has been chased, nothing further has been heard.
d) Calendar of Events - Platinum Jubilee Planning, Shireoaks Fireworks, Easter Activity, Photography Competition

Councillor L Deamer reported on a meeting that the sub-committee had on Monday.  Costings had been circulated, Councillor Leadbeater proposed the council pay for the toilets, seconded by Councillor Mia.  Councillor Leadbeater also proposed up to £300 be donated towards the event and this was unanimously agreed.  The insurance for the marquees and toilets needs to be checked.

The fireworks had already been discussed.

The Easter activity colouring competition will be organised, Councillor Pressley proposed we donate £20 for Easter eggs for prizes, seconded by Councillor Leadbeater.

Councillor Pressley suggested that the photography competition was a good idea but should be later in the year maybe in the summer, all councillors agreed.

e) Speed control

Councillor Fielding was chasing this.  Councillor Pressley explained that you can do this yourself but it takes time.

f) Flood Action Plan

Councillor L Deamer had circulated a list of suggested purchases.  Resolved Councillor Pressley proposed they be purchased, seconded by Councillor E Deamer and agreed.  Councillor L Deamer said the next step is to get volunteers, information will be put on Facebook.

g) Neighbourhood Plan

A meeting had been held, we have the help needed and there is funding available if we have 5 or 6 people from the village interested., three or four councillors also expressed an interest.

h) External Hall Sign 

A quote has been received for £20 however the Christmas lights would be a problem.  Councillors asked if a further quote could be obtained from Alpha.

i) Quarry Developments

The quarry is not moving at the moment.  The rubbish being dumped was discussed and also the ditches.

5. New Business
a)  Clerks salary
The new rates have been circulated to councillors.  Councillor Pressley proposed the clerks salary be increased to £478.83 a month backdated to 1st April 2021, seconded by Councillor Leadbeater and agreed.

b) Allotment
The clerk was asked to draft an agreement for people to sign stating that livestock or buildings are not allowed, this will be discussed further at the next meeting.

c) Amazon Account
The clerk did not think it possible to open an Amazon account with credit without having a card.  Councillor Leadbeater proposed Councillor L Deamer be given £200 towards the payment, seconded by Councillor Pressley and agreed.

d) Village Hall 
The boiler has been serviced but the invoice has not been received yet.

e) Nominate a Community Payback Project – this was deferred to the next meeting.

f) NottsWatch – this had been discussed.

g) Village Cleanliness
A further Litter pick could possibly be arranged before the Jubilee and another in autumn.

h) Use of CIL funds
Councillor Pressley explained a leaflet was needed for residents to see what they would like to money spent on.  The clerk was asked to get a copy of the Shireoaks leaflet.

6. Planning
