1. Apologies for absence 
Apologies were received from Councillors Pressley and Ratcliff.

2. Declaration of Interest

3. To approve the minutes of the meetings held on 6th April 2022
The Minutes of the Meeting held on 6th April, copies of which had been previously circulated to members were confirmed as a true record and were signed by the Chairman.

4. Matters arising 
a) Village Hall – Rent office decoration, Asbestos, Valuation and Fire Risk Assessment, External Hall Sign Equipment and lockable storage cabinet
The office has been cleaned but still has flood items in it.  Councillor Hall suggested that it may be better to use this area for storage he will meet Councillor L Deamer to look into this further.

The asbestos check has been requested.

It appears that the valuation will need to be arranged and Councillor L Deamer offered to try to get quotes from builders.
